Respected Sir,
The list of the office bearers elected in our AIC held at Jaipur on 05th, 06th and 07th September, 2015 in strict accordance to the provisions of our constitution and the guidelines of BSNL/DPE has been submitted to the SR section vide letter dated 11.09.2015 for according necessary facilities and is annexed at “A”. Normally after scrutinizing the legitimacy of the list of the elected office bearers and ensuring that no violation of either the provisions of the constitution of our Association or the guidelines of BSNL/DPE has been perpetrated, SR section circulating the said list of elected office bearers to the field units. But to our surprise, even after two months, the concerned section does not have the time to circulate the newly elected CHQ office bearers list to the field units. 
However, at Annexure “B” is a letter from SR section informing us that we have elected a retired person as Chairman of the Association in the CHQ body and that he is a member of the Association. We have nothing to say beyond this. We only want to know who is elected as Chairman of our Association in the CHQ body and which retired person is a member of our Association. And all this derogatory information has been put in the “Public Domain”, after obtaining the approval of the competent authority. Is the Portal of the Company meant to malign Associations and in the process play with the prestige of the Management by uploading completely false things on it? Does it really fit into the prestige of the Company and the management to fall prey to filthy machinations of some discredited forces with very poor credentials that have been indulging in such things in the past too but obviously never received any support from the management at any point of time? This has happened for the first time and sadly reflects only administrative bankruptcy and needs to be countered in the sternest manner. Frankly speaking sir, prestige and the credibility of the management and the Company are so dear to us that we even remotely cannot entertain the very idea of taking appropriate legal recourse that normally such despicable and retrograde action warrants.
