Respected Sir,


It is learnt that there is a move based on demand from some quarters to give promotions from AO to CAO cadre without following reservation for SC/ST candidates in accordance to provisions of constitution. The management, we understand, is being coerced to issue the promotion orders without following reservation policy  Reservation in promotion is ensured in the constitution and BSNL has been strictly following this.
BSNL is already and rightly contesting the case at Chandigarh/CAT to protect the reservation on promotion enshrined in the constitution. Even BSNL has sought legal opinion from the Attorney General of India (AG) in this matter to defend its stand. The case is listed for final hearing. Instead of waiting for the outcome of the court case, the demand for promotion without reservation is totally unjustified and an infringement on the rights of the SC/ST candidates.

In view of the above fact, Management must completely desist from issuing the promotion orders without following the reservation policy. It must be ensured that the reservation provided under the constitution is strictly followed to protect legitimate interest of the SC/ST candidates. Any promotion from AO to CAO without following reservation for SC/ST will be opposed by this Association tooth and nail and will be ultra-virus of the constitution.
