Respected Sir,
Various parts of the country are seriously affected due to landslide and torrential flood and the Telecom services are also seriously affected. OF cables are damaged, electricity interrupted, making the BTSs and Exchanges fully depend on the Engine supply. In all the places, the Govt machinery and the public are looking towards BSNL for restoration of Telecom services. The rescue operations are fully depends on BSNL services. Due to landslide and flood, Hundreds of people are died, in many cases the dead body is yet to be recovered.  
It has come to our notice that in Karnataka, the situation is worst. The State and Central Govt had made critical comments about non restoration of BSNL services. In all the areas, the BTSs restoration and uninterrupted service are fully depends on the availability of Diesel and Housekeeping staff.  Similarly, labour also to be engaged for repairing the OF Cable fault along with Vehicle. In the present crisis situation, labours are not coming forward to do the maintenance work without payment as their earlier payments are pending for months together.
Serious service interruptions are reported from Maharashtra, Karnataka and Kerala Circles and they are not able to cop up with the situation due to shortage of funds. In view of the above it is requested to allot special fund for diesel, housekeeping/ labour and vehicle running to these Circles out of priority inorder to maintain the essential services. By this, BSNL can also play a very important role in the rescue operations as well as restoration of normal life in these areas.
