Sub: There should not be any discrimination in salary payment for the BSNL employees in the pretext of court order as Govt and BSNL miserably failed to present the facts before the Hon Court. Salary for the ITS Officers heading the company as Directors, CGMs and GMs should be paid along with other employees:

Respected Sir,


It is learned that Hon Court has given a direction to DoT to pay the salary of the ITS officers on deputation to BSNL by 05th of December, 2019. We welcome the Hon Court order which protected the rights of the employees for the timely payment of the salary for the duty they had already performed. This right of the employees is denied by the Govt and the management for the last few months. 

However, on the pretext of Court order, the salary payment should not be restricted to the ITS officers working on deputation in BSNL. These Officers are heading the company as Directors, CGMs and GMs. The top management taking the salary, leaving the employees down the level high and dry will not send a right message. DoT and BSNL failed to present the facts before the court regarding the salary payment for the remaining employees which resulted in a one sided order.
It was assured by the management that the October salary will be paid by 28.11.2019 but it did not happen. It is requested that DoT and BSNL has to take immediate steps to pay the salary for the months of October and November immediately with all the recoveries. 
Any discrimination in salary payment in BSNL cannot be accepted. Any discrimination in salary payment will invite wide spread resentment among the employees and in that case this Association will be compelled to go for protest actions immediately, including legal remedies.
