Sub:- Request to conduct LICE from TTA to JTO immediately with reduced qualifying service of 5 years as per the new JTO RR to meet the acute shortage in JTO cadre:
Your good self does not require any information about the amendments, approved by the BSNL Board to the JTO RR 2001, in its meeting held on 18.09.2015, reducing the qualifying service from 7 years to 5 years. A large number of young TTAs, recruited by BSNL is eagerly waiting for the LICE for promotion from TTA to JTO since last two years. The LICE was delayed due to the impending amendments to the JTO RR. 

The existing vacancies in the 50% Dept quota is expected to be filled by the regularization of Officiating JTOs and through LICE from TTA to JTO. In the last LICE held in 02.06.2013, Circles like Kol TD, CHG, KTK, AS, NE I, OR, J&K etc were not able to get sufficient candidates as the required qualifying service at the time was 7 years. In the case of Kol TD, not even a single TTA could clear the LICE as the question paper was too tough. Since then, LICE could not be conducted as the proposal of amendments to JTO RR was in the active consideration of the Management. 
It is, therefore, requested to cause necessary action to conduct the LICE from TTA to JTO as per the amended JTO RR at the earliest. While conducting the LICE, utmost care may kindly be taken to ensure that the standard of question papers set by different Circles are more or less the same so that heavy differentiation is not experienced by candidates for the same post as happened in last LICE.
