Sub:- Personal intervention solicited to relieve the Executives from tenure Circles immediately after completion of tenure, especially from NE II Circle where the CGM is not inclined to relieve such the Executives even after 6 months of overstay. 
Relieving of Executives after completion of tenures is a serious concern for the Association as well as the management. Due to one reason or the other, the Executives are compelled to overstay in the tenure Circles after completion of tenure period. Situation in NE II Circle is worst as the present CGM is harassing the Executives joined there on transfer. Even after the substitutes are joined, CGM/NE II is not relieving the Executives on completion of tenure. They are compelled to overstay there for months together. Eventhough BSNLCO declared two SSAs of NE II as one and half year tenure, CGM treating it as two year tenure! AGMs and SDEs, who completed their tenure period in the month of April/May, 2015 are yet to be relieved from NE-II Circle. The below mentioned chart gives a clear picture about the pending cases in NE II. Situation in J&K Circle is comparatively better than other tenure Circles.
