Sub: Declaration of results of the candidates appeared in the LICE from Group C to JTO(T) held on 22.05.2016 for the vacancy year 2013-14. The relaxation given by BSNL not yielded the desired results – requested to consider the relaxation for all the TTAs of 2007 recruitment to resolve the issue once for all. 
Respected Madam,

The LICE for promotion from Group C to JTO(T) against the vacancy year 2013-14 was held on 22.05.2016 and the results were declared on 08.07.2016. We are extremely happy to see that sincere efforts are made by the management, especially the Rect Cell and Estt Cell to fill up more than 8,000 JTO vacancies on warfooting. The eligibility condition as per JTO RR 2014 is 5 years of regular service as on 1st July of the vacancy year. When some Tribunals like Hyderabad and Kerala allowed the TTAs provisionally to appear in the LICE, in order to avoid further litigations, BSNL allowed all the similarly placed TTAs also to appear in the LICE provisionally. 


Subsequently, BSNL relaxed the qualifying service for the TTAs, where the TTA examination was conducted before 31.12.2007. It seems that this cut off date is fixed only by considering the case of TTAs approached the Tribunals at Hyderabad and Ernakulam. Instead of solving the issue, this has further created more anomaly and discrimination among the same batch of TTAs, as in most of the Circles, the TTA examination was held in 2008 only. By fixing the cut off date arbitrarily as 31.12.2007 considering AP and KRL Circle candidates, TTA 2007 batch for about 16 Circles become ineligible, creating big anomaly. All such Circles allowed them to appear the JTO LICE provisionally also. In some Circles, the TTA examination was held in 2008 but they joined as TTA prior to some of the TTAs of the Circle which conducted the TTA exam in 2007 and got the relaxation. In the similar way, the TTAs gone on Rule 8 transfer to another Circle(where TTA examination held in 2007) are allowed whereas his batchmates in the parent Circle not become eligible as the TTA examination was held in the parent Circle in 2008 and vice-versa.  Kolkata TD is the worst affected Circle during both LICEs. In the last LICE also nobody passed from Kol TD where as in this LICE, none become eligible due to the arbitrary cut off date. 


In view of the above, only viable solution available is to allow all the 2007 batch TTAs of all the Circles by not discriminating them. Discrimination will lead to court cases. There are more than 8,000 JTO vacancies which shows the acute shortage in JTO cadre. Management should ensure that all the 8,000 posts are filled in the shortest time. Management may take a holistic view on the subject and take a positive decision to relax the eligibility criteria for all the TTAs of 2007 batch, irrespective of the date of TTA examination, it is our humble request. By this maximum JTO vacancies can be filled up. This will avoid all the future litigations also. An early decision may be taken in view of the next LICE scheduled to be held on 28.08.2016.
