Sub: Proposed move to roll back the retirement age from 60 to 58 years --- our serious concern regarding: 
Respected Sir,

It is learned that serious deliberations are going on in DoT regarding rolling back of retirement age of BSNL employees from 60 to 58 years as part of restructuring and revival of BSNL. At the outset it is submitted that it is against the General Terms and Conditions for absorption in BSNL which assured superannuation in accordance with Govt Rules applicable to PSUs. As per the prevailing rules, the superannuation is at the age of 60 years and employees were opted for BSNL on the assumption that the retirement age is 60 years in BSNL. Selectively lowering the retirement age for BSNL employees alone may lead to litigations as the employees are losing in several ways as shown below: 

1) 3rd PRC is not implemented in BSNL. This is one of the major recommendations of the Consultant, IIM/ Ahmadabad appointed by DoT. Employees not got the benefit of 3rd PRC so far.
2) The employees will lose the whole salary for the remaining period, upto two years.

3) The employees are eligible for 1 or 2 increments in the future. This 1 or 2 increments will have huge impact on the salary and retirement benefits like Gratuity, leave salary, commutation of pension etc. 
4) There will be recurring losses in pension during the entire post superannuation period. 

In view of the above facts, it is requested that any decision on rolling back of retirement age should be taken only by addressing the above issues.
