Unlike other private operators, BSNL has to follow lot of formalities and seek prior permission from the Govt even to avail loan for meeting the capital expenditure. This is seriously affecting the growth of the company and the business.
Surprisingly, DoT is not even coming forward to help its own PSU by reimbursing the huge amount due for BSNL. According to the information, about Rs 6,400 Crores due for BSNL is held up in DoT, some amount for years together. The details are furnished below:
