In a very significant development, against the backdrop of moves of victimization initiated by the govt. by terminating and suspending officers of the oil sector for their participation in legitimate and democratic Organizational protest actions recently, the representatives from key CPSUs like Oil, Power, Telecom, Coal, Steel, Defence, FCI, Banking etc. met on 17th March, 09 and gave birth to the aforesaid forum of officers/executives of CPSUs. 

  

At the very outset, the forum, unequivocally and in no uncertain terms, condemned the draconian moves of the Managements of various Companies of the Oil Sector in particular and the government in general for placing number of officers of Oil Sector on suspension and also terminating the services of quite a few for their justified and legitimate participation in democratic process of protest actions to give expression to their long pending and genuine issues of salary revision and other related issues which were consistently ignored by the government despite persistent requests and pleadings from the concerned Associations of officers of Oil Sector from time to time.

The forum, in addition to unanimously resolving to launch protracted protest actions to demand immediate revocation of suspension orders and cancellation of termination orders on flimsy and fabricated grounds, also pledged to consistently oppose those policies of the government, taken at the behest of the vested interests in the private sector, which are jeopardizing the growth of these highly critical CPSUs. These critical CPSUs have enormously and in an unprecedently great manner contributed towards the growth of Indian Economy. These CPSUs whose critical importance was being and is being undermined by the vested interests within and outside the government have adequately demonstrated their strength and significance in the context of recent world wide economic meltdown. The very fact that these institutions of Indian Economy have withstood the impact of recent global economic recession is a clear recognition of their strength and importance and a loud and clear message and warning to the vested interests within and outside the government that their diabolical moves of weakening these strategic CPSUs would be out rightly defeated through extraordinary solidarity and unity of the officers/executives of these CPSUs. 

  

The forum in its marathon meeting held at New Delhi on 17th March,09, placed the issue of revocation of suspension orders and cancellation of termination orders of officers of Oil Sector high on its agenda and decided to go in for sustained and effective forms of protest organizational actions to demand revocation of suspension orders and cancellation of dismissal orders. 

  

As a first step in this direction, the forum decided to hold a massive Rally at Jantar Mantar, New Delhi, on 27th March,09 during lunch hours which will be followed by more militant and protracted protest actions to be subsequently decided by the executive committee of the forum. 

  

The forum takes this opportunity in appealing to all the rational and democratic forces in the Country to solidly support the movement for safeguarding the growth and future of these pillars of Indian economy and also makes a fervent appeal to all forces committed to protecting freedom of expression of speech and protest to come out openly in condemning the unwarranted attack unleashed by the government in so far as freedom of expression of protest through legitimate and democratic means is concerned.
